Mollie Lowery has been selected as KPFK's new General Manager from a field of 20 applicants. The decision was made by the Executive Committee of the Pacifica National Board, following the recommendation of Mollie by the KPFK Station Board, the paid staff and program volunteers, as well as representatives of the steering committee of the Friends of KPFK. Our collective enthusiasm for her selection was based upon the combination of skills and experience which she brings to the job and her history of dedicated involvement in community work.
After almost eight years with the Ocean Park Community Center, during which time she became its Executive Director, Mollie decided to expand the reach of her work, and KPFK seemed like an ideal connection to her interests. As a long time listener and subscriber, Mollie is familiar with the station's broadcasting format. As the Executive Director of Ocean Park Community Center, she participated in the program development of three of the Center's community service projects. 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creation of Sojourn, a shelter for battered women and their children and Turning Point, a shelter for homeless men and women.
Mollie has been praised for her work by all of those who worked with her. Santa Monica Mayor Ken Edwards called her, "One of the most creative social servi e agency directors(he) had ever worked with." James Conn, Santa Monica City Council member and pastor of The Church in Ocean Park said, "Her day-to-day management of the center and projects she has developed, indicate the kind of extraordinary vision and capabilities that she has as a social service provider and as a human being." While Mollie has not managed a community radio station, and her experience in radio is as an interviewee and listener, her management, fundraising and community experience, should provide an excellent background for the challenges KPFK has to offer.
In recent years, Mollie has become active in Central American support work. She was a participant in the International Womens' Coalition A-gainst U.S. Intervention in Central America and the Caribbean. She participated in recent attempts by that group to visit Honduras. The visit was prohibited under an edict from the Honduran government, prohibiting the "transport of nuns of the Jesuit religion or Mary-knoll to the Republic of Honduras." Not only were there no Maryknoll members on the delegation, but Jesuit nuns? Well Honduran confusion did not prevent Mollie from finding a way to contribute to the struggles in Central America. She just completed nearly three months in Guatamala and I am sure, we will be hearing much about the trip on KPFK.
Mollie will begin her work at KPFK on June 25 and we will work together to assure a smooth transition.

JAZZ AND DRAMA DAY
KPFK will devote an entire day's programming to a pair of unique art forms: Jazz and Drama—exploring them from an American Afrikan perspective. The day will begin with a concert by the Modern Jazz Quartet, which has been hailed as the longest reigning and one of the greatest jazz quartets ever. The concert was recorded at the Lincoln Center for the Performing Arts, Washington, D.C., November 25, 1974. It was their last recorded performance. Following the MJQ, will be a live recorded performance by Ella Fitzgerald, consistently heralded as the greatest female singer in jazz. The magic of this set is, that she was backed by the greatest big bands in jazz; alternately, Duke Elling-fOA7(recorded in Paris, France 1966) and Count Sas/e(recorded in Santa Monica, California, 1972.) After Ella, Duke and the Count, will be our first play of the day-/4 Love Supreme-written by Faola Ifagboyede, A Los Angeles playwright.
The production is an intens-ly gripping tale of how a Watts, California family uses the strength of family unity to deal with the variety of societal pressures and problems that confront its members.
Following the play, will be a specially produced two hour program, Women In Jazz, by KPFK jazz programmer Pearl Shelby. She will take a look at some of the lesser know but great women in jazz.
What July 4 Means to the Negro, a speech delivered by the legendary abolitionist, Frederick Douglas, in Corinthian Hall, Rochester, New York- July 5, 1852, will follow. ANOTHER COUNTRY explores the political, sexual, and hierarchical structure of the upper middle class society in England in the 1930s, and how this experience turned some towards the Soviet Union.

lutionary committed to Lenin's brave new world, and despises such bourgeois aspirations. Bennett becomes attracted to a handsome boy from another house. In a school permeated at all levels by homosexuality, affairs are tolerated only if participants believe that their activity is just a passing phase in the absence of girls, and they must not on any account be found out.
A suicide, and Bennett's ultimate indiscretions eliminate any possibility of becoming a 'God' in his last year. Publicly humiliated, he sees this as a portent of his future; he will never be Ambassador to France. This disappointment coupled with the rigid devotion to tradition at the expense of humanity move Bennett to his life of espionage against Britain.

July 26th is KPFK's 25th Anniversary. There is much to celebrate. No other media in Southern California has provided the consistent dedication to public service, the commitment to peace and justice; the search for creativity and artistic merit independent of commercial viability and the willingness to break ground with new issues and information. All of this, of course, in the face of economic difficulty, regulatory pressure, government witch-hunting and internal differences
I urge you to join us in our 25th Anniversary Fund Drive July 8-24 and during a three day on-air celebration of some of the finest moments of KPFK's broadcast history, June 25-27. In the middle of all of this, we add Pacifica's coverage of the Democratic National Convention, July 16-19. We will be live from the Convention each day from 5-9 pm and we will provide background and reaction to the Convention during the Morning Magazine and in the evenings from 9 pm - 1 2 am.
July's programming is typical of what Pacifica and KPFK can provide, when we are at our best.
July is also my last month as KPFK's General Manager. Thus, this particular "learning experience" will conclude. After more than six years as General Manager and more than 10 as a paid staff member, it is with great satisfaction and excitement that I pass the portion of the Pacifica torch entrusted to KPFK Managers to Mollie Lowery. I would like to welcome her and suggest that KPFK has been fortunate to find a person of her experience and dedication. I urge all of your special support during the next few months.
As we make the transition, there is some good news and some bad news to welcome Mollie.
The battle of the transmitter has been won, we are at full power in stereo. The unity of the station is at a high level. We have found talented people as applicants for the vacant jobs. Our programming continues its development towards increased integrated multicultu-
ralism. Pledged support for the station has increased in the past six months and we appear on our way to a workable subscription system. Agreements have been signed to lease some of the Pacifica subcarrier channels, which will provide significant new income.
But the challenges to Mollie and the listeners, staff and volunteers of KPFK are great. We were hurt deeply by the transmitter problems and internal conflict of 1983, and we are still in very tight financial straits. As we made the conversion from the old computer to the new one, we experienced delays in being able to generate renewal notices and follow-up billings for unpiad pledges. These delays created a serious cash flow crunch in June, which, if we do not recover money delayed may require staff reductions over the summer. Much of our equipment is old and worn and needs replacement.
I think it can be said without exaggeration, that KPFK rests upon a plateau. Having achieved a clearer understanding of its programming commitments and a greater unity of purpose; it can build upon that foundation an increased commitment to quality, breadth of voice and financial stability.
As I reflect upon the past 10 years of my involvement in Pacifica, there is much which has been accomplished by the organization, much to which I am pleased to have contributed. In 1974, Pacifica was four stations, often at war with each other. There was no effective Pacifica organization, little in the way of financial controls, planning, reporting or cooperation. Now we are five stations, with a strong sense of unity, expressed most clearly at the last Pacifica National Board meeting. We pass our annual audits without qualification, plan effective budgets and manage a large debt inherited from the early 70's.
At the Pacifica Board meeting held in Berkeley in May, the Board has shown its determination to extend long range planning and to use the subcarrier income in an effective and planned manner to assure that it contributed to our
long term stability and growth. It also voted to make Spanish language news a national project and to attempt to coordinate with other Spanish language producers to maximize the effectiveness of our efforts.
I see the next few years as a time for Pacifica to face squarely the challenge to broaden its influence, to be able to reach well beyond those who agree with the progressive vision shared by many on our air. This has always been a difficult challenge for the left. I believe that it will be best served by a commitment to the open exploration of the causes of conflict, which invites public participation by acknowledging the difficulty of finding solutions and resists the temptation to stamp KPFK's approval upon any particular form of solution, I do not believe that KPFK's role is to provide such approvals, but to guarantee that we have access to those points of view which are not available in the commercial media, that we have the time to hear fully from those excluded elsewhere, and that we bring together different points of view on-the-air at the same time to allow those outside the establishment to challenge those inside, face to face.
And we must always nurture that which is best in human creativity. We should be broadcasting cultural programming which helps us understand people of cultures different from us, which expresses social and political commitments; or which celebrates the wonder of our capacity to love that which we struggle to preserve amidst the threat of annihilation.
And finally to prevent that nuclear annihilation, we must devote ourselves and our resources.

Your Subscription
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The Computer.
Our computer is located at our studio. Your payment may not go into the computer as quickly as you might think because payments go to our lockbox and through the bank before they are fed into the computer. This process often takes more than a week from the time you send your payment. So, if you send your check by the 1st of the month, you may receive the Folio for the following month. Bill Payment.
Always send a bill with your check! We cannot credit your account correctly unless we know exactly what your check is paying for. If you send a check for a pledge payment without a bill, you might get credit for a new subscription and still be billed for your original pledge. First Class Folio Mailing. The Folio is mailed Second Class, and should take 2 to 5 days to get to most places. Unfortunately, our experience has not been good, esp ecially with outlying areas. First Class mailing is available for $10 extra per year (prorated at 85 cents per month for current subsrciptions). If you get your Folio on time but would like to receive it well before the first of the month, you may want to get the First Class service.
I Didn't Get My Folio . . .
The Folio is mailed before the 24th of the month. If you have not received your Folio by the first of the month:
1) Check your subscription expiration date on the previous Folio mailing label (upper right hand corner of label).
2) Make sure you haven't moved without notifying us.
3) If you haven't moved and are currently enrolled as a subscriber, contact your local postmaster about delivery.
4) Send us a previous Folio label with an explanatory note and request a new Folio be sent to you.
'Moving / Address Changes.
If you move, your Folio will not be forwarded unless you have requested Second Class forwarding from the Post Office, The best way to expedite an address change and assure continued receipt of the Folio is to contact us in writing 6 weeks before you move, giving us your name, old zip-code, and new address. There is an address form on the back page of the Folio that you can clip: it already has your current mailing label on its back. Always include your account number at the top of your Folio label for instant handling. Address changes that we get back from the Post Office cost us 25 cents apiece. Changes can take 8 weeks to affect your account. Prisoner Subscriptions. KPFK sends a free subscription to any prisoner upon request. Cassette Folios for the Print Hand-
icapped.The Folio is available on cassette (returnable) to all print handicapped subscribers. If you'd like to receive the Cassette Folio, please tear off the address label on the back of your Folio and send it along with a note (or you may call). Within 2 months, you'll be receiving your complete program guide on cassette. The cassettes are returned to us at the end of each month to be re-used.
Exchange Mailing Lists. KPFK exchanges and rents its subscriber lists to other organizations of common interest (Channel 28, Ralph Nader, ACLU, etc.). If you don't want to be on exchange mailing lists, send your Folio label to the Subscriptions Department and ask for an "NJ" code. Your name will then be automatically excluded from all mailings except for the Folio and other communications from KPFK.
